Arthur Cup
The Arthur Cup is presented to both a male and female student who is a Senior (3rd year or higher) in an undergraduate program, and who is judged to have made the most contribution to the Varsity Athletic programs in terms of ability, sportsmanship, participation, and leadership during their time at the University.  Involvement and leadership within the Campus Recreation program, as well as varsity athletics, is considered an asset.

University Athletic Award
The University Athletic Awards are presented to undergraduate students who, over several years at the University, have made a significant contribution to the Athletic program (Varsity and Campus Recreation).  The University Athletic Awards are presented to students currently enrolled in their third year of undergraduate studies or higher.

The Gary Wolff Leadership Cup 
The Gary Wolff Leadership Cup is presented annually to a student who demonstrates determination and leadership through balancing sport, community involvement and academic performance. 
A minimum of two nominations are required for the award in any given year.  Each nomination should include a minimum of three references from valid and verifiable sources.  Selection of award recipients will be based on nominations and references to confirm leadership and community involvement.

Recipients must be students involved with Athletics and Recreation who have demonstrated commendable effort in the following three categories:
1. Leadership

2. Community Involvement

3. Academic Performance

“Leadership” can be demonstrated by:

· Influence on a varsity team through performance and/or team spirit

· Influence on campus recreation through participation and/or organizing events, teams or programs

· Influence on Athletics and Recreation through volunteer efforts on campus

“Community Involvement” can be demonstrated by:

· Volunteering in local classrooms

· Volunteering with local charitable organizations and/or causes

· Volunteering with community associations as ambassadors for Trent University and/or Trent Athletics

· Volunteering in any capacity to help improve the quality of life of those who are less fortunate.

“Academic Performance” must be demonstrated by an academic average of 70% or higher.
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
